•Founded in 27-30AD by a Jewish rabbi named 

Jesus of Nazareth as a spiritual reform of Judaism

•Founder was martyred by Romans in 30-36AD

• Began as a minority sect of Judaism and spread 

through active evangelism and discipleship

•Moved from being a persecuted minority to 

being the Roman state religion with Constantine

•Split into Roman Catholic, Eastern Orthodox 

and Protestant branches between 1400-1600AD

•Still stands as largest world religion today, with a 

little over 2 billion followers
